Today, gain insight into a centuries-old
practice while visiting some of the world’s
oldest salt harvesting sites. See the Great
Wall of Ston, which links Ston to Mali Ston.
Reunite with your ship in Dubrovnik and
gather for a Farewell Reception and Dinner.

Day 11 | Dubrovnik

Enchanting Dubrovnik. Encounter this
history-steeped city, including the Pile Gate,
Europe’s oldest working pharmacy and the
Franciscan Monastery’s cloister.
