Discovery

Colmar. A walking tour showcases the  
scenery and laid-back ambience of pretty 
Colmar. Soak up the photogenic Fisherman’s 
Quay, the Pfister House with its octagonal 
turret, and the 15th-century Customs House, 
a façade adorned with 111 head sculptures. 
Then glide along the canals of Colmar’s “Little 
Venice,” followed by an Alsatian lunch. 

Alsace Wine Route. Encounter storied 
winemaking traditions and connect with 
the essence of Alsace in the terre de fête, 
France’s popular wine-tourism spot.  
Travel through undulating hills blanketed with 
vineyards to discover endearing villages, such 
as Kaysersberg, Riquewihr and Eguisheim. 
Slip into an authentic wine cave and sip 
world-class wine.

Strasbourg. During a guided walking  
tour, see the Cathédrale Notre-Dame de  
Strasbourg and tour the opulent Palais 
Rohan, home to three of the city’s most 
acclaimed museums. Sit down for lunch in a 
cozy restaurant for authentic tarte flambee, a 
traditional flatbread with onion, cheese and 
ham. Cap off the day with a sightseeing cruise 
that showcases La Petite France, Neustadt 
and the European Quarter.

Basel. Basel welcomes visitors with a palette 
of bridges, cathedrals and a well-preserved 
old town. This multicultural city boasts more 
than 40 museums and a thriving art scene. It 
is also home to Switzerland’s oldest university.

Freiburg. With a beautiful cobbled square, 
colorful medieval houses and the inspiring 
Freiburg Minster, you’ll certainly want to linger 
in charming Freiburg! Admire the minster, 
a distinctive landmark with a 750-year-old 
Hosanna bell. Take note of the iconic Bächle, 
the little waterways lining the streets of old 
town that were first recorded in the 1200s. 
Today, you may see children pulling brightly 
painted boats along the streams. On your 
return to Colmar, pass by the fortified village 
of Neuf-Brisach, constructed by order of  
King Louis XIV.

Chateau du Haut-Koenigsbourg. This 
mighty fortress occupied a strategic position 
controlling the wine and wheat routes to the 
north and the salt route from the east. During 
a tour, note the impressive architecture and 
massive defensive ramparts. Inside, you may 
see the living accommodations, the kitchens, 
the interior courtyard and more.

Colmar’s History, Culture and Cuisine. 
Gain insight into Colmar’s Jewish community 
and the region’s poignant history during a 
guided walk along Rue Berthe Molly. Your 
guide points out prime spots for capturing 
scenic panoramas. Cap off the excursion with 
a wine and cheese tasting in the city center.
